1.GENERAL CHARACTERISTICS            

 
Plum shall be clean, firm, and mature and shall have color and shape characteristics of 
variety. Plum shall be free from cuts/crack, holes, black/brown spots, yellow patches and 
discoloration. Plum shall not be soft, misshaped and shall be free from damage caused by 
hail and other means. Plum shall be sound and free from rotting, fungal infection, insect and 
disease infestation.  Plum shall be in semi ripe condition to withstand transport and handling 
damage so as to reach the final destination in satisfactory condition.

Sampling plan-C will be followed for sampling and quality inspection of Plum.
