1.GENERAL CHARACTERISTICS 
 
Raw Papaya shall be clean, mature, and firm and shall have oval/round shape and 
green/light green in color. Raw Papaya shall not be misshaped, soft and ripe and shall have 
attractive look. Raw Papaya shall be free from black/brown spots, bruises and watery 
patches. Raw Papaya shall be free from sunburn, cut/cracks, holes, soft patches and damage 
caused by birds, pressure, mechanical and other means. Raw Papaya shall be sound and 
free from deterioration caused by insects/pests, disease, rotting and fungal infection.
