1.GENERAL CHARACTERISTICS

of variety. Rose apple shall be free from bruises, discoloration, misshape, soft, ruptured 
skin, brown patches on surface and any kind of damage caused by pressure, packing 
and mechanical means. Rose apple shall be sound and free from rotting, fungal infection, 
insect and disease infestation. Rose apple shall have typical flavor of rose flower.
